Different story if you are ill or in agony but then please advise the players and
apologize accordingly.

c) A game of bowls is either 21 or 18 ends and may  only be shortened if ALL players agree. Any player
who needs to leave early (for good reason) must inf ~ orm both skips before the game and after having
received permission from a committee member.

d) Bad language on a bowling green is not acceptabl  e. If you have a foul mouth do not expect others to
condone your discourteous — uncouth — offensive — v ulgar — disrespectful — behavior. Get the
message! Don't do it! Don’t swear!
